Working for Goodwill Commercial Services since 1983, Rhonda, who has a 
developmental disability and significant medical issues, helps assemble laboratory kits 
and subassemble medical supplies for Covance.  
 
“I like working at Goodwill and meeting new friends, new people,” she says. “Goodwill 
helps me do anything.” 
 
In 1984, shortly after moving to Indianapolis and starting at Goodwill, Rhonda’s life was 
suddenly turned upside-down. 
 
“I was in a group home, and I got a long-distance phone call, and they told me that my 
family was killed in a house fire – my mother, father, sister and brother, and my cousin,” 
Rhonda says. “It was sad.” 
 
Despite this devastating personal tragedy, Rhonda persevered, learning to live 
independently, to manage her finances, and to seek out assistance available to her. She 
also has enjoyed participating in the Special Olympics since childhood. 
 
“Rhonda’s exceptional because I see her always trying to motivate herself and make 
herself better,” says Walter Bebley, team lead for Covance.  
 
Rhonda will receive the award at this year’s Celebration of Achievement Awards
